God’s Attributes 

An “attribute” is a quality or characteristic that is true of someone. Studying the attributes of God allows us to have a 
better understanding of God’s Person. An attribute of God is whatever God has in any way revealed as being true of 
Himself. Even though some concepts exceed the limits of our comprehension, our ideas concerning God need to be 
as true as possible. 

God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit 

1. Holiness 7. Omnipresence 

2. Righteousness and Justice 8. Omnipotence 

3. Sovereignty 9. Love 

4. Eternality 10. Truth 

5. Immutability 11. Mercy and Grace

Holiness
