God’s Attributes 

An “attribute” is a quality or characteristic that is true of someone. Studying the attributes of God allows us to have a 
better understanding of God’s Person. An attribute of God is whatever God has in any way revealed as being true of 
Himself. Even though some concepts exceed the limits of our comprehension, our ideas concerning God need to be 
as true as possible. 
 
God’s Attributes Defined

Righteousness and Justice 
 
Righteousness and Justice are derived from the same root word in the original language of the New Testament. The 
meaning is that of being “right” or “just” and having “right standing and right relationships” with God and with people. 
The symbol of the Cross of Christ describes righteousness- a vertical direction (between a person and God) and a 
horizontal direction (between a person and all other people).
