The Early Years 

What this lesson is and is not: It is not preaching to grow any particular church. It is a discussion and providing 
information on the history of Christianity.

C.S. Lewis stated that there are really only three possible opinions of who Jesus is.  

 A Liar - His teachings and principles were not 100 percent true. Maybe some parts could be added to 
your life as a general philosophy. 

 A Lunatic - He promoted peace and yet was confrontational; He could be described as was a walking 
revolution. Jesus’ words Influenced Gandhi…but He said He was God. He said if reject Him there are 
eternal consequences. 

 A Lord – It all comes down to belief. We can refuse or accept what He said. 
 

3. Who do you think Jesus is?
